Viotti – (Italia) - Prize Cesare Bardelli; Silvia Geszty (Spain) - Third Prize; Maria Callas (Greece) - Third Prize; Vincenzo Bellini (Italia) - Second Prize; IVC s’ Hertogenbosch (Holland) - Third Prize & Prize of the Public,  Alfredo Giacomotti - Second Prize (Italia).
She received also the VIP Magazine Prize The best opera singer in Romania.

In November 2007, in Teatro Perez Galdos from Las Palmas, Teatro Dante Alighieri from Ravenna and Teatro Comunale di Piacenza from Italy, soprano Irina Iordachescu sang the role of Irene from Il ritorno di Don Calandrino by Domenico Cimarosa, an opera recently discovered by Maestro Riccardo Muti. The opera has seen its international premiere in 2007, in Salzburg.

Since 2005 soprano Irina Iordachescu has been a soloist of the Bucharest National Opera, on whose stage she has rendered high class interpretations of the roles: Lucia - Lucia di Lammermoor by G. Donizetti, Gilda - Rigoletto by G. Verdi, Norina - Don Pasquale by G. Donizetti, Adina - L'elisir d'amore by G. Donizetti, Domizia - Decebalo by L. In July and August 2009, soprano Irina Iordachescu performed in the role of Gilda on the stage of the Sankt Margarethen Opernfestspiele 2009 - Austria, in 10 performances of the new RIGOLETTO production , in the wonderful classic staging of the italian director Renzo Giacchieri.

In July 2010, she performed in a Gala Concert in Catania (ITALIA) with the famous italian tenor, MARCELLO GIORDANI and the Orchestra dell' E.A.R Teatro Massimo V.Bellini in Catania, conducted by Maestro Marco Boemi.

In October 2010, she will make her debut in the role of Violetta Valery from La Traviata by G. Verdi, on the stage of the National Opera in Bucharest and in June, 2012 she will sing the same role on the stage of Varna Opera Theater.

In October 2012 she made a concert tour in Russia, singing in Moscow and Sankt Petersburg, with Maestro Mihail Tatarnikov conducting, at the P. I. Ceaikovski Concert Hall and the Great Concert Hall of the Sankt Petersburg Philharmonic.

Among other engagements, in 2013 she was invited to sing G. Verdi’s Requiem at the Romanian Atheneum, with Maestro Jin Wang conducting the George Enescu Philharmonic Orchestra & Choir and she was invited to sing at the Abay Academic National State Opera in Kazakhstan in a performance of La Traviata by G. Verdi and a Verdi Opera Gala Concert between the 1st and 9th of April, 2013.

On the 5th of July she will sing La Traviata in a new production at the Astana River Sound Festival – Kazakhstan, on the 8th of July she is invited to sing in La Traviata by G. Verdi in Varna Summer Opera Festival in Varna (Bulgaria) and on the 27th of July she will perform in a Verdi Concert Gala in Kefalonia (Greece).

In 2013 she is invited to sing two times in the George Enescu International Festival, on the 21st in Felix Mendelssohn’s Midsummer Night’s Dream conducted by a great conductor, Sir Neville Marriner and the Academy of Saint Martin in the Fields and later she will perform in two performances with La Traviata in Belgium, at Theater Capitole (Gent) and SB - Vlaamse Opera Theater in Antwerpen under the musical direction of Maestro Borislav Ivanov.
In January 2014 she sings La Traviata at Sofia State Opera, she opens the concert season at the Romanian Atheneum with the George Enescu Philharmonic conducted by Maestro Jin Wang followed in February with an Opera Gala Concert at the Stradella Opera Teather (Italia) with Maestro Nicola Ferraresi conducting and the debut in the role of Mimi from La Boheme at the National Opera in Bucharest.
In March she will sing Vier letzte lieder by R. Strauss at the National Radio Concert Hall and another performance of La Traviata at The National Opera in Sofia.
Among other concerts and projects to be decided for the year 2014 she will sing in the Si minor Messe by J.S.Bach at the National Radio Concert Hall and she is invited for an opera gala in Vaasa (Finland) with Vaasa City Orchestra with Maestro Jin Wang conducting.
On the 15th of November 2015 she performed in the Giuseppe Verdi’s Requiem at Coventry Cathedral in Birmingham (UK) with Maestro Paul Leddington conducting and after she performed a concert on the stage of the Belgrade National Radio and a recital in Teatro La Fenice concert hall in Venice followed by a Christmas concert with orchestra in Treviso (Italy).
In January 2015 she performed a concert at Kioi Concert Hall in Tokyo (Japan) where she was already invited to return on the 29th of January 2016 for another concert on the same stage.
